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Integers on the Number Line
Plotting numbers on a number line is a good way to visualize the information and it makes it easier for us to know which numbers are bigger.  The farther right on the number line, the bigger the number.  The farther left a number is on the number line, the smaller the number.

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If you wanted to compare the integers -4 and 5, you would draw and label a number line and put a “point” at the integer location.
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Because 5 is farther to the right than -4, 5 is greater than -4.  So, we can say 5 > -4.

Label each integer on the number line.  Then list them in order from least to greatest.

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	2, -9, 8
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	-2, 9, 0, -5
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	3, -7, 10, -6, 0, 6
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
